This VATS course combines a morning simulator session with an afternoon 
hands-on wet lab using perfused animal lungs, focusing on minimally invasive  
approaches for lobectomies and segmentectomies. Participants will progress 
from essential pre-surgery preparation to executing complex procedures in a 
safe, controlled environment that blends simulation with real-world practice.  
Designed for small groups with near one-to-one coaching, the course offers  
an unparalleled opportunity to refine skills under expert guidance. In contrast to 
the high-pressure clinical setting where urgency dominates, this programme 
provides the time and space to deeply engage with each step of the procedure, 
ensuring confidence and precision without compromise.

The use and benefits of IVUS have been widely reported and demonstrated 
 in venous diseases and in cardiology. However, its use in arterial disease is  
gaining more and more attention, as studies have highlighted its benefit as 
complementary imaging to angiography. By better characterising the nature 
 of the plaque, sizing the true diameter of the vessel and assessing the immediate 
result, it can highly improve the long-term outcomes of endovascular PAD 
interventions.
